Instructions:
1. Two addins are needed to be installed.  

a. You need the Autochart addin at:  http://www.tushar-mehta.com/excel/software/autochart/index.html
b. You need the RCH addin here: http://finance.groups.yahoo.com/group/smf_addin/
Grab the 1.3h version of the “RCH_Stock_Market_Functions.xla” file.  You may have to join the group to get the file.  The other option is to get the file direct from RHarmelink, who is an active participant in the BMW group.  It is his file to offer as he so chooses.
c. XY Chart Labeler here: http://www.appspro.com/Utilities/ChartLabeler.htm
2. To install these they are install via the Tools/Addins/Browse menu tree.  Install these before opening the program for the first time.
3. Go to Tools/Macro/Security and make sure your security level is set to Medium.  If it is on High or Very High this file won’t work.

4. Once you first open the file excel wants to track the RCH file references to an external source(Note: For some folks this needs to be done, with others it works out of the box.  Look in ‘Graphs’ Tab Cell D1.  If you see: 

='C:\Documents and Settings\cuneo\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns\RCH_Stock_Market_Functions.xla'!RCHGetYahooQuotes(Ticker,"n")  you need to follow the directions below.  If you just see =RCHGetYahooQuotes(Ticker,"n")  you should be good to go).

We want to reroute that to the addins just put in.  Tell excel “Don’t Update” with external data :
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a. Once the file is first open go to Edit/Replace.  Open the Options:
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b.   Change the “Within” selector to Workbook (like above).  You want to Find What:
'C:\Documents and Settings\cuneo\Application Data\Microsoft\AddIns\RCH_Stock_Market_Functions.xla'!RCH
Replace With:

RCH

Hit “Replace All”.   There should be 1012 or so replacements and the file should work.

Known bugs:

-  The CAGR timeline line (Graphs sheet – bottom left graph) gets to be invalid when stock price goes well below 1.

 -  The main CAGR and RMS lines will sometimes go invalid if adjusted stock price gets too low (rare).
-   In the Finance Sheet, if EPS or Book Value/Share go to zero or have negative points, the CAGR calculation bombs.
Design issues:

This program was setup and designed to run on a 1600x1200 screen.  You can readjust graphs and such, but be aware that there are important cells underneath some of the graphs.  If you move them you’ll break the Autochart graph auto-scaling.  The best option is to get a 20” LCD (perfect size and resolution).
The only inputs you need to put in to get the first three sheets initialized are the Yellow Colored inputs at the top left of the “Graphs” Sheet.  The Start date is set to TODAY().  You can go back safely 40 years.  Anything more than that probably exceeds the limits inherent in a bunch of places in the program.    Yahoo only goes back 40 years for just about everything, anyway.

You can choose between split adjusted only data and split and dividend adjusted data.  I like to use split and dividend adjusted –particularly useful if there has been a large dividend distribution (spinoffs – try KR).  Those will throw the split adjusted data only off.  For split adjusted and dividend adjusted data select “y” or “yes” in the “Dividend Data” box.
To get the Gslice graph to update one of the buttons needs to be pressed to trigger the macro.  If you want to delete data (a bubble) from the data you also need to hit a button to get the graph to update correctly.

In the Watch List Screen, you only need to adjust the Ticker Column.  Everything else is automatic.  If you want to change the columns, feel free.
